NEW EGYPT — For the lirst time
since 1987, the smali-block modified
stock cars competed at New Egypt
Speedway Friday night, and Dave
Michel of Manahawkin went home
the winner of the 30-lap feature.

The small-blocks were welcomed
back by the largest crowd of this
season at the quarter-mile paved
track. The turpout prompted pro-
moter George Wingate to again
schedule the division as part of next
Friday's program, along with the
three-quarter midget cars and street
stocks.

Michel and kis Haines Garage/Ha-
gaman Racing Engines No. 60 stock
car dominated the small-block rac-
ers’ return. However, Robert
Schlechtweg of Freehold was a con-
stant challenger throughout and fin-
ished a close second.

Modified driver Ken Woaolley Jr.
of Howell, who had taken over Vin-
nie Marrone’s No. 17 small block for
this event, was third, followed by
Freehold's Jim Taylor, and Matty
Ricco of Hammonton.

IN QUALIFYING among the
nearly 40 small-block cars, hest wins
went to Woolley, Miche! {(in a new
track record time of 2:14.28),
Schlechtweg and Jack Lippett of
Howell. The consy went to J.J. Jen-
sen of Toms River.

A special 10Hap match race for
big-block modifieds saw Pete Brit-
tain take the victory over Doug Wal-
cott, 1983 New Egypt NASCAR Win-
ston Racing Series modified
champion Tony Siscone, and Wool-
ley. It was the first appearance of
the full modifieds at NES since the
middle of 1986.

In the threequarter midget ear
feature, Joe Payne Jr. of Hawthorne
scored his sixth win of the season at
NES in the 25-lap Liquid Glass
Championship Series feature. Payne
now has won eight races this season
on the ATQMRA tour.
